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"How do we create and keep jobs in America".

The jobs market has been struggling for several years now and is a major national concern. But I am here today to say that there is a solution to this problem and if we work together as a nation we can solve it. But the solution will be a combination of tactics not just one singular tactic. That’s why it will take all of our talents, skills and ingenuity combined to make it happen. 

One that we have to consider is that companies are not going to bring jobs back to America just out of a sense of loyalty or because American’s want them to bring back the jobs. Companies make decisions related to job placement, job growth or job lack based on one main factor. Will that decision make the company more profit? That is the company’s incentive. So, what incentives can America offer companies to create and keep jobs in America?

If the federal government offered increased government incentives for doing it this would encourage employers to bring jobs back to America. Incentives are already offered to businesses for other things like hiring workers who have been on government assistance or hiring veterans. This is no different. If a business was offered an incentive for hiring workers here in the United States it would be a good business decision to hire American workers rather than send those jobs to other countries. 

One project that has brought some new jobs and could bring more is the Keystone Pipeline which transports crude oil from Alberta Canada to several locations in the Midwest, including Illinois, Nebraska and Oklahoma. Despite controversy regarding environmental issues related to the pipeline this project would create sustainable jobs. 

Many times important projects are delayed, cancelled or sent to other countries due to all the red tape of government regulation. If some of those regulations were reduced then some of those delayed or cancelled projects could be moved up and completed, and projects originally sent to other countries could be brought back to America. These tactics would also create or keep jobs in America. 

Finances are a big reason that jobs are sent to other countries. For that reason I believe that if we considered providing domestic aid as opposed to foreign aid to corporations this would also be an incentive for American corporations to keep jobs here and create new ones. The global economy has changed dramatically with wages in other countries increasing and the monetary value of other currencies also increasing. So, the value of sending jobs overseas is not as great as it once was. If we are to strengthen the United States economy we need to balance incentives to firms in the United States and give them a firm foundation when competing against firms in other countries. Bringing jobs back to America is one way to do this. 
One large section of jobs that have been taken overseas is customer service call center jobs. Customers constantly complain about having to speak with representatives in other countries. Bringing call center jobs back to America would create American jobs while making customers happier and more loyal to companies thus increasing their profits.

The United States has our troops scattered all over the world in South Korea, Japan, Germany, Italy and Great Britain as ambassadors, as peace keeping forces and as a reminder to other countries of our military strength. I believe that it would behoove us to bring some of those troops back to the United States to guard our Northern and Southern borders. This would reduce illegal immigration without increasing costs and without taking local law enforcement away from the jobs they are intended to do and without the need for calling out the National Guard. In addition, these locally based troops would be supporting our local economy rather than foreign economies by frequenting local restaurants, bars, recreational and other local activities at no additional cost to the US taxpayer. 
All of these methods are a just a beginning to creating and maintaining jobs in America. Together we can come up with even more ideas that will strengthen our economy and restore the American Dream. 

There is a solution. We just need to come together as a nation to create that solution.
