I write this letter to offer my heartfelt remorse for the crime of which I’ve been tried and found guilty. I see now that I exercised very poor judgment in acting as I did and I can assure you that I will not make that mistake again. Your Honor, as I have sat through my trial and the jury’s decision I have had much time to consider my actions. I can see that my actions are deserving of the verdict delivered and I want to assure you that I have learned my lesson. If given the opportunity I offer my promise to you that I will not repeat this offense. 

As I see my actions in the eyes of the court I can see that my actions caused harm to innocent people and that was never my intent. I offer my heartfelt apologies to those innocents that were harmed due to my actions. I hope that those injured will accept my apology as genuine and will someday see it in their heart to forgive me. 
I would like very much to show that I have learned my lesson to the court and to the people involved. If there is a public service program or training program that will teach me to make better decisions or to handle similar situations with more wisdom I am fully willing to participate. 

I will not waste the court or the people’s time offering excuses for my behavior. I stand here today and take responsibility for my behavior and tell you that it is my goal and purpose to make sure that I never make this mistake again and intend never to cause harm to another person again. It is my hope that the court will take into consideration my honest guilt and remorse for my actions when the sentencing is decided. 
I want to thank you, Your Honor, the attorneys, and the jury for a fair trial as our constitution guarantees. I hope that you will take this letter and my sincere remorse into consideration when you announce my sentence.
