C. Over the last 10 years we have grown significantly from 5 employees in the year 2000, to 70 employees today. Half of those employees have grown with us throughout the years. Had no equipment and loaded every piece of metal by hand; now we have state of the art equipment.  In the beginning we worked until dawn to meet deadlines for export and fought with shipping lines for equipment.  Today some of us can clock out at 4pm.
