Informative Speech Assignment
Spring 2014
For this assignment you must give a presentation informing your audience (the class) about some object, process, concept, person, or event. Try to select a topic that is useful and/or interesting to you. You must use at least one visual aid (e.g. an object, power point slides, a picture, a video (no longer than 30 seconds total)…). Try to be creative with your visual aid.  Please note that you are not allowed to bring any weapons, animals, or chemical substances (drugs, drug paraphernalia, alcohol) to class. Try to keep this in mind as you select your topic. Your presentation must last at least 4 minutes and go no longer than 6 minutes. At the 6 minute mark you will be cut off so practice for this time allotment!!!  Your speech should include a specific purpose statement, a limited number of properly arranged main points, and the proper employment of transition statements. Try to practice your speech out loud and all the way through without stopping. Additionally, your speech should utilize at least three different credible sources (academic journal articles) of support. Each of these sources needs to be properly integrated (not listed) into the content of your message and cited orally at least once during your presentation.
Delivery of this speech must be extemporaneous. An extemporaneous delivery requires thoughtful preparation on the part of the presenter. The content should be highly organized in an outline format (not written word for word), and constructed with the audience in mind. The delivery should be conversational and adaptable, without a heavy dependence on notes. Additionally, business casual dress is required during the presentation.
You must have a completed outline for this speech in the instructor’s hands before you begin your speech, and the outline must include a reference page in APA format. The outline must match the same format as the template discussed in class, and posted online. An evaluation sheet will be given to you as this is assigned to show you exactly how your presentation will be graded. The presentation itself is worth a possible 80 points toward your final grade. The outline is worth a possible 20 points toward your final grade. 
Please note the following criteria below, and the corresponding points that will be subtracted from your total points earned on this assignment if the criteria are not met:
· Failure to speak for at least 4 minutes (-5 points)

· Not citing 3 separate sources (academic journal articles) orally (-5 points)
· Failure to dress appropriately (-5 points)

· If video(s) is utilized and exceeds 30 total seconds (-5 points)
