Spending 9 year as her husband he recognized she had the capability to challenge any job.   In 1999 he inspired his wife to resign her job and become a shareholder, Business partner  converted his daughter 10x10 bedroom into an office and built a small warehouse around his parents home that is where Trinidad Recycling & Trading Co. Ltd was born. With a small loan from First Citizen Bank an overdraft as a cash flow of $TT40,000.00 equv. To Avg. $US7,000.00 and 5 employees Ladies and gentle the man with that dream is my ever loving husband Mr. Prakash Jagroop and the rest is history.  

In the year 2000 Trinidad Recycling opened its doors to the public as an International Metal Trader in a 3500 sq ft warehouse today we are currently occupying our own property of 100,000 sq ft with an annual export of over 45,000 tons of scrap metal equivalent to per to 99,000,000 million per annum.  Ladies and gentlemen recycling, 99,000,000 lbs of recycled scrap metal contributes to saving the environment by way of __________________________________


We are currently exporting to the USA, Germany, Turkey, Spain, Rotterdam, Indonesia, India, Malaysia, Bangladesh, Pakistan, Thailand, Taiwan, Japan China, Korea and Vietnam. 10 yrs later Trinidad Recycling and Trading Co. Ltd generates a gross income well over the 9 digits.

Today we feel extremely proud to announce over the last 10 years we have grown significantly from 5 employees in the year  2000 to 70 in year 2010. 

Half of those employees have grown with us throughout the years some came as kids today is an adult, some are married, some divorced, migrated, gone on to greener pastures. Over the years we have become a team and that team has become more like a family.  It is rewarding for us all to be able to see the successes and growth of each other and recognize how bless we are. Over the coming year we continue to promote a drug free environment, focus on way to improve our safety.   We are hopeful to improve our facilities to be of better service to you all.
