
CWO4 Manuel A. Pena Jr., USN
Chief Warrant Officer Pena was born on 30 June 1963 and was raised at Laredo, TX.  He was graduated from J.W. Nixon High School with a High School Diploma in June 1981 and enlisted in the U.S. Navy in March 1982.
Following Basic Training and Radioman “A” School in San Diego, CA., he was assigned to the Naval Telecommunications Center at Cubi Point, Philippines in August 1982. During this tour, CWO4 Pena advanced to RM2 and served in the Message Center and as the Administration Petty Officer.  

In August 1986, CWO4 Pena was transferred to the USNS SPICA (T-AFS 9), where he served as a Technical Control Petty Officer and Leading Petty Officer and advanced to RM1.  In 1989, he reported to Navy Recruiting District (NRD), Albuquerque NM., where he served as a Navy Recruiter and as the Recruiter-in-Charge of Navy Recruiting Station, El Paso TX.  During this tour, he was advanced to Chief Petty Officer in 1991 and was awarded the National Recruiting Large Station of the Year award for 1992. 
Ordered to USS CHOSIN (CG 65) in July 1993, he served as Leading Chief Petty Officer for the Communications Division and served as the COMSEC Manager.  While at this assignment, he earned the Enlisted Surface Warfare designation in 1995.  Following this sea tour, he was assigned to the Naval Computer and Telecommunications Area Master Station Detachment Oahu at Commander-in-Chief Pacific Command, Camp H.M. Smith, Hawaii.  During this tour, he advanced to Senior Chief Petty Officer and earned his Bachelor’s Degree (BA) from Chaminade University in Pre-Law and Political Studies.
In January 2000, he was commissioned a CWO2 and reported to Naval Computer and Telecommunications Station, Sigonella, Italy, where he served as the Communications and Operations Officer.  Additionally, he earned his Master’s Degree (MS) in Information Systems Management from Bowie University and promoted to CWO3. 
In July 2004, CWO4 Pena was reassigned to NRD New York, where he served as Officer Recruiter and Enlisted Programs Officer until June 2007. Following this tour, he served aboard the USS EISENHOWER (CVN 69) as the Radio Officer and Information Assurance Manager until July 2009.  During this tour, he was promoted to CWO4. He currently serves as the Automated Data Processing Officer, CS-3 Division, Combat Systems Department, USS ENTERPRISE (CVN 65).
CWO4 Pena’s personal decorations include the Information Dominance Warfare Officer Designation, Navy Commendation Medal (5th award), Navy Achievement Medal (7th award), and Good Conduct Medal (4th award).
CWO4 Pena is married to the former Flor Anoche of Botolan, Zambales, Philippines. They live in East Meadow, New York and have two children: Samantha (26), and Stephanie (19).
